EarlySteps is Louisianaôs Early Intervention System.  The system  

provides services to families with infants and toddlers from ages 0 to 36 

months who have developmental delays or who have a medical condition 

likely to result in a developmental delay.  EarlySteps services are  

designed to improve the family’s capacity to enhance their child’s  

development.  These services are provided in the child’s natural  

environment, such as the home, daycare, or any other community setting 

typical for children ages birth to 36 months of age.   
 

EarlySteps offers the following services: Assistive technology devices 

and services, Audiology, family training, counseling, home visits, health 

services (family education and to assist with other EarlySteps  

services), medical services (for evaluation only), nutrition services,  

occupational therapy services, physical therapy services, psychological 

services, service coordination, social work services, special instruction 

speech language pathology, transportation (to and from an EarlySteps 

service only), translation/interpreter services  

(foreign language and sign language) and vision services.

Preparing for the 2010-2011 School Year  
 

This August, students will begin the 2010-2011 school year.  School supplies, uniforms, and other additional items 

will be on the list of things students will need.  It is also important to take some family time to discuss the successes 

and areas of improvements from this past school year.  Take a moment prior to this school year and review your 

child’s previous report card grades.  The subjects that need improvement are the ones that you may want to focus 

on this summer.  Creating a academic binder for yourself is a good way to keep track of educational progress for 

your child this school year.  Create sections in your binder for recording test grades, progress reports, and report 

card grades so that you can see your child’s progress.  As always continue communicating with all teachers and if 

possible document questions and answers so that you have a better understanding of class work as this school year 

progresses.   
 

If there are issues in math, fundamental drills and exercises on math facts will beneficial for the next grade level.  If  

English or Reading are trouble spots, then reading a variety of books will be beneficial to expanding your child’s  

vocabulary and ease at reading.  Science and Social Studies may give students a run for their money but there are 

free accessible materials available to help students learn.  Your local libraries are equipped with computer, books, 

DVDs, and materials your child can use over the summer to brush up on skill or learn about interesting topics.  

Television stations such as the history channel, animal planet, and PBS provide educational shows that cover a  

variety of topics beneficial for students young and old.  You may also want to check out the grade level  

expectations and comprehensive curriculum on the Louisiana Department of Education’s website.  This information 

will help you understand specific information about the core subjects of your child’s grade level. 
 

Each grade level, students and their families grow, progress, and transition closer to the goal of high school  

completion.  On the elementary level, students are like sponges absorbing everything they possibly can.  Families 

are eager to match that learning with extra support and involvement in activities that are fun-loving, but represent 

learning opportunities for everyone.  Once students enter middle and high school the focus of families shifts.   

Families still want to support the student, but in middle to high schools the focus turns more towards: 
 

¶  Is my child academically ready for the next grade level  

¶ Are they getting the instruction they need to make the grade 

¶ Are they able to do the work that is required of them  

¶ What are the major standardized test and examinations my child will need to take to get them closer to their goals 

¶ What university/community college does my child want to attend 

¶ Where will they want to work and live in the community 

¶ Will they graduate with a certificate, GED, high school diploma 

¶ What supports and services are available to assist them in achieving their goals
